The finance charge is allocated to
each period during the lease so as to produce a constant periodic rate of interest on the remaining
balance of the liability. Leased assets are depreciated in accordance with the company's policy for
tangible fixed assets. If there is no reasonable certainty that ownership will be obtained at the end
of the lease term, the asset is depreciated over the lower of the lease term and its useful life.
