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This year saw the onset on the Covid-19 epidemic and so the sections took to
the internet platform Zoom to deliver scouting to all sections. We experienced a
drop in membership numbers during this period due to members not liking the
online programmes or not tech savvy enough to engage. However, the
leadership teams came through strongly to provide weekly online Zoom

progra mmes.

Looking back over this period St Faith 8 St Laurence Scout group has had 18
Beavers, 23 Cubs and 24 Scouts a total of 65 members with a waiting list (to join
the Beaver section) of 40

We have a team of 18 volunteers delivering a balanced programme of activities
to engage, support and help with their personal development. The Scout group
leaders have all received and maintained mandatory training in the basic areas
of safeguarding, safety, GDPR and first aid to help in delivery of the programme.
