The Trustees present their report and financial statements for the year ended 31 March
2022.

The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the accounting policies
set out in note 1 to the financial statements and comply with the Redditch Mosque Trust
(Masjid-E-Noor), the Charities Act 2011 and "Accounting and Reporting by Charities:
Statement of Recommended Practice applicable to charities preparing their accounts in
accordance with the Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of
Ireland (FRS 102) (effective 1 April 2019)".

Objectives and activities

Redditch Mosque Trust (Masjid-E-Noor) is a Charity Organisation. It is registered with the
Charity Commissions (No. 503752) and constituted by Deed of Trust. The Charity is
administered by a Trust Committee.

The principal object of the Charity is to provide a Place of Worship, Religious Teachings
and Education Centre for the benefit of the local community.

Policies are in place for recruitment, anti-bullying and safeguarding but not regulated by
any other organisation and no serious incident reported or needed.

The Trustees have paid due regard to guidance issued by the Charity Commission in
deciding what activities the Redditch Mosque Trust (Masjid-E-Noor) should undertake.

Achievements and performance
Financial review

It is the policy of the Redditch Mosque Trust (Masjid-E-Noor) that unrestricted funds which
have not been designated for a specific use should be maintained at a level equivalent to
between three and six month’s expenditure. The Trustees considers that reserves at this
level will ensure that, in the event of a significant drop in funding, they will be able to
continue the Redditch Mosque Trust (Masjid-E-Noor) current activities while consideration
is given to ways in which additional funds may be raised. This level of reserves has been
maintained throughout the year.

The Trustees has assessed the major risks to which the Redditch Mosque Trust (Masjid-E-
Noor) is exposed, and are satisfied that systems are in place to mitigate exposure to the
major risks.
