The total reserves at the year end of 30 June 2025 stand at £36,044 (prior year: £27,171).

The board of trustees is satisfied that the charity's assets in each fund are available and 
adequate to fulfil its obligations in respect of each fund.

The Trustees sit as a Board on a quarterly basis.

In line with the Trust Deed the number of Directors shall be not less than 3 and not exceed a maximum 
of 16.

The Board seeks to use the knowledge and skills of those involved in the local area as well as 
specialists in the field of learning and advice. On their appointment each trustee will undergo induction 
and initial training on the Trusts work, policies and procedures as well as trustee’s rights and 
responsibilities. Further training and mentoring is undertaken by trustees on a needs basis.

The charity has no specific policy on reserves. 

The Charity was set up on 27 June 2008. In setting our objectives and planning our activities the 
trustees have given careful consideration to the Charity Commission's guidance on public benefit.
