The Palish Hall is still recovering fiom the Covid period and usel's are coming bach

ad hoc, there are time delays bettveen activities due to cleaning vvhich has also had a

knock on effect.

There has only been &n feiv private functions, an outsourced b&n has been sourced, to

ensure there is no loss of funds to the eh&nit& the bar company purchases all the stock

and takes all monies from the bar.

The Pal'ish Council had provided the usual maintenance service throughoui the year,

paid utility' ilccoilllts, pill'cllasecl nen equipment and paid n c&nsh grant of X7,000.

Overall the Charity has continued to meet its nims, but the Management Committee

recognises its continued reliance on the funding provided by the Parish Council.
