The Parish Council also provides a maintenance service for
the premises.

There have only been a few private functions, the outsourced bar has been positive,
there is now no loss to the charity.

The Parish Council had provided the usual maintenance service throughout the year,
paid utility accounts, purchased new equipment there has been no cash grant paid

Overall the Charity has continued to meet its aims, but the Management Committee
recognises its continued reliance on the funding provided by the Parish Council.
