ACHIEVEMENT AND PERFORNIANCE

Charitable activities

Covid-1 9 Pandemic Overview

The Club's activities during 2020 were severely affected by the global Covid 19 pandemic. In an effort to prevent furtherspread of the disease the Government imposed a nationwide lockdown on 23rd March severely restricting people's dailyactivities. The lockdown was lifted on 31st May, but many restrictions remained. A second lockdown was imposed on1st November that continued until the end of the year. Due to the Government's furlough scheme and support fromWorcester City Council all our staff have been retained and the Club remains in a strong position to respond positively tothe everchanging circumstances.

Skate Park/Youth Lodge

The puqiose built concrete outdoor Skate Park was one area of the Club that continued to be available for use bychildren and young people from afi areas of Worcester City and the surrounding districts. It has been extremely popularwith children and young people to practice their sport and take daily exercise in the fresh air. A pre recorded messagewas transmitted to remind the young people to keep a safe distance apart to help prevent the spread of Covid 19. Freehealthy snacks were provided for the young people using the Skate Park during the October half term.

Inclusion Youth Clubs

The Indusion Youth Clubs are organised specificslly for young people from Worcester City and the surrounding districts
suffering from disabilities, learning difficulties, behavioural problems and complex health needs.

The Inclusion Youth Club was dosed from 23rd March and reopened on 1st July, working in accordance with Covid 19Risk Assessment procedures approved by Worcestershire County Council. During Ihe pandemic, the numbers of youngpeople attending each session were restricted to 15. The Wednesday night session was attended by young peopleaged I4 to 18 years and the Sunday night session by young people aged 18 to 25 years.

The young people participated in educational and recreational activities including various sports and games, cookingsessions, table games, pool and arts and cratls. As part of the Heritage project 'perdiswefi Taking Off' that has been
ongoing since September 2019 in partnership with the Collar & Tie Theatre Company, the young people have been
involved in film making. The resulting film, starring several of the young people following the history of Perdiswell duringWorld War II, was completed and is available to view on YouTube.

The sessions continued to provide opportunities for the young people to have fun, make friends and create strong socialnetworks. They were able to channel their energy into positive activities, whilst developing confidence, social skills and
independence, which helps to support their physical and mental health, especially during the current health emergency.

The ln'elusion Youth Clubs were supported by Disability Sport Worcester prior to the pandemic, which provided sessionalworkers to organise a range of sporting activities to meet the young people's needs.

FLASH Holiday Inclusion Project

Sadly, we were unable to deliver the full FLASH programme of activtfies and trips out for young people with learning
difficulties, special needs and complex health issues this summer due to the Covid 19 pandemic. Foot Golf sessionsand a visit to the Countryside Countqi Park were the only ofl'site activities that took place.

Fun Squad Play Activities

Despite the pandemic, the Summer Play Fun Squad Activities Project was delivered by the Fun Squad Team in
partnership with Worcester Play Council. Sessions were carefully planned to ensure the activities stayed within theGovernment's Covid 19 safety guidelines. Six sessions were organised each week in August across eight ditferent
outdoor venues in Worcester City, attended by a total of 99 children. The free activities typically included badge making,loom bands, butterfly and card art, glass painting, sun catchers, wooden flower key rings, scratch art key rings, andcolour in masks.

Working in Partnership

The Club continued to work in partnership with Worcester Play Council to provide a Play Co ordinator and Fun Squadteam to develop play opportunities for children and young people throughout ihe City of Worcester.

Charitable activities

Community Support

Responding to the pandemic emergency, since the end of June the Club has operated a weekly, meals on wheelsservice for vulnerable members of the community, including a Christmas Lunch for 155 people that was supported by thestudents from Christopher Whitehead Language College who provided Christmas cards and presents. This has provedincreasingly invaluable and has resulted in attracting many more volunteers willing to contribute their services.

Young People's Organisations

The Club supported numerous young people's activities duriing the year and offered use of its facilities to a significantnumber of local uniformed and non uniformed children's and young people's groups, to enable them to organise theirown programmes of activities, training sessions and meetings. However, since the 23rd March these activities havedramaticafly deceased due to lockdowns and other restrictions imposed due to the pandemic.

Minibuses

The Club's minibuses and people carrier were used until 23rd March to transport the young people attending the Sundaynight Inclusion Club and for use by many any other local children's and young people's groups needing transport losupport their own activities. Currently the minibuses are being stored safely until the rules around social distancing arerelaxed.

RefurbishmentiMaintenance

The Club works constantly to refurbish and maintain the buildings and Skate Park to ensure that the facilities are kept upto a high standard.

Whilst the Club was closed during lockdown the time was used to good effect, supported by volunteers, as follows:

New fire alarm, smoke detectors and emergency lighting installed
Central door locking system installed
New radiators installed in Reception
Reception, Waiting Room, Corridor, Office, Activity Rooms 1, 2 and 3 repainted
New carpets laid in the Waiting Room, Corridor and Office
Higher fence erected behind the Youth Lodge
New guttering fitted to the two storey section of the Roof

PYPLC Enterprises Limited

The wholly owned trading subsidiary company, PYPLC Enterprises Limited, offered facilities to members of the localcommunity that fell outside the Club's chaiitable objects and had continued to operate successfully, but has notundertaken any business since the start of the pandemic. It continued to donate all its profits to support the Club in itswork with young people.

FINANCIAL REVIEW

Financial position

Incoming resources have reduced by 816,063 (2020 2244, 641 - 2019 8260, 704). Expenditure has also reduced byE24, 787 (2020 8272,873 -2019 8297,660).

The net effect of the above is that a deficit f28,232 has arisen compared to deficit of 836,956 in 2019.

The Charity is complying with the current policy.

This represents monies received without restriction as to their application The funds are utilised in the general runningof the charity.

Free reserves (general funds less fixed assets) at 31 December 2020 amount to 686,038, which based on currentexpenditure levels of 6272,873 equate to approximately 4 months of running costs.
The trustees have reviewed the current reserves and they feel that they have sufficient resources to recover from theimpact of the Covid-19 pandemic.

Designated funds

0 cretin fund-f 60000 2019 150000

This fund was created to cover 6 months running costs of the charity in the event income should reduce The balance at31 December 2020 is f160,000. Six months running costs based on the current expenditure levels equate to8136,436, this exceeds the current policy and the Trustees feel that this is an appropriate level of reserves

C li I Maintenance —81 3 000 2019 Et 18 000

This fund is to cover any large maintenance costs and the ongoing maintenance that needs to be carried out to ensurethat the buildings are maintained to a high standard.

The Irustees felt it was necessary to increase this fund due to the ongoing wear and tear, the ageing of the buildings andto cover any costs related to the Club building's roof.

Redundan costs - 860 000 2019 660 000

This fund was created to cover any payments for redundancy if the charity ceased to trade.

Covid Recove - 820 000 2019 ENIL

This fund hss been created to support the reopening and to continue with the dehvery of activities, following the impact ofCovid-19.

TRANSFERS BETWEEN FUNDS

After reviewing the financial position of the charity, the trustees felt it was necessary to increase the following designatedfund balances to meet increases in running costs, the ongoing wear and ageing of the buildings and fixed assets and tomeet the challenges created by the Covid-19 pandemic.

Organisational structure

The Charity converted to a Charitable incorporated Organisation (CIO) on 22nd October 2020 Prior to the conversion,the Charity was governed by its Memorandum and Articles of Association and was a company limited by guarantee,incorporated on 27th January 1988.

The Charity is governed by its Constitution and is operated by its Trustees, who are elected annually at the AnnualGeneral Meeting and which has one third of its Trustees retiring each year. Those retiring Trustees may offerthemselves for re election ihus ensuring a continuity of Trustees from year to year The day to day operation of theCharity is controlled by the full time, paid Trustee who oversees the work of the full and pari time staff The Trustees arelisted under the Legal and Administration in formation section.

Organisational structure

Decision making

Tmstees have provided details of all relevant interests and registered them with the Development Manager. At the startof each Charity Trustee meeting any possible conflicts of interest have been requested and noted. Where a conllict ofinterest has existed, that Trustee has withdrawn from the discussion or decision. Trustees agree the Charity's strategicareas for activity for the Charity, including consideration for reserves, risk management, policies and performance. Dsyto day administration is delegated to the Development Manager or, in his absence, the Manager or any other staffmember or members as deemed appropriate by the Board of Trustees. The Truslees are offered training opportunities asappropriate.

The Charity has a dose relationship with Worcester Play Council which is a Charity and has a common trustee with theCharity. During the year the Charity received S10,004(2019 815,194) from Worcester Play Council.

The Trustees have considered the major risks to which the Charity is exposed to and have identified the main risks to bethe loss of key staff, loss of substantial bookings, serious bad debts, building or equipment damage, safeguardingincidents and public safety at the centre. Ail of the risks can be and are being managed, but they cannot be eliminated.

Philip Weston O.B.E. is a full time paid employee of the Charity and Charity Commission approval was obtained for thisTrustee employment.

Appreciation

Appreciation is given to all the children and young people who have participated or were involved in activities and events,ensuring that the Club continued to achieve its aims and objectives. Sincere appreciation is given to our team ofdedicated staff and volunteers, individuals, charities and organisations that, through their efforts and financial support,have contributed towards the Club's success in 2020. ACCOUNTING POLICIES

BASIS OF PREPARING THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS
The financial statements of the chadty, which is a public benefit entity under FRS 102, have been prepared inaccordance with the Charities SORP (FRS 102) 'Accounting and Reporting by Charities. Statement ofRecommended Practice applicable to charities preparing their accounts in accordance with the FinancialReporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland (FRS 102) (effective 1 January 2019)', FinancialReporting Standard 102 'The Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of ireland' and theCharities Act 2011.The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention, with theexception of investments which are included at market value

The Charity changed to a CIQ (Charitable Incorporated Organisation) on 22 October 2020.

These financial statements have been prepared in Sterling, which is the functional currency of the charity.Monetary amounts are rounded to the nearest E
INCOME
Afi income is recognised in the Statement of Financial Activities once the charity has entitlement to the funds, it isprobable that the income will be received and the amount can be measured reliably.

Income from grants, donations and legacies is recognised in the period in which the charity is entitled to receiptand the amount can be measured with reasonable certainty.

Income from charitable activities for services provided is recognised in line with the provision of those services.
Interest income is recogmsed for afi interest-bearing instruments on an accruals basis.

EXPENDITURE
Liabilities are recognised as expenditure as soon as there is a legal or constructive obligation committing thecharity to that expenditure, it is probable that a transfer of economic benefits will be required in settlement andthe amount of the obligation can be measured reliably Expenditure is accounted for on an accruals basis andhas been classified under headings that aggregate all cost related to the category. Where costs cannot bedirectly attributed to parbcular headings they have been allocated to activities on a basis consistent with the useof resources.

FUND ACCOUNTING
Unrestricted funds can be used in accordance with the charitable objectives at the discretion of the trustees.

Restricted funds can only be used for particular restricted purposes within the objects of the charity. Restrictionsarise when specified by the donor or when funds are raised for particular restricted purposes.

Further explanation of the nature and purpose of each fund is included in the notes to the finanaal statements.

FINANCIAL INSTRUMENTS
The Charity has elected to apply the provisions of Section 11' Basic Financial Instruments' and Section 12 'OtherFinancial Instruments Issues' of FRS 102 to afi of its financial instruments.

Financial instruments are recognised when the Charity becomes party to contractual provisions of the instrument.

FINANCIAL INSTRUMENTS

Financial assets are offset, with the net amounts presented in the accounts where there is a legally enforceable
right to set off the recognised amounts and there is an intention to settle on a net basis or to realise the asset and
settle the liability simultaneously.

Basic Financial Assets
Basic financial assets, which include trade and other receivables and cash and bank balances, are initially
measured at transaction price induding transaction costs and are subsequently carried at amortised cost using
the effective interest method unless the arrangement constitutes a financing transaction, where the transaction is
measured at the present value of the future receipts discounted at a market rate of interest.

Basic Financial LiabiliSes
Basic financial liabilities, including trade and other payables, are initially recognised at transaction price unless
the arrangement constitutes a financing transaction, where the debt instrument is measured at the present value
of future receipts, discounted at a market rate of interest. Debt instruments are subsequently carried at amortised
cost, using the effective interest rate method.

Trade payables are obligations to pay for goods or services that have been acquired in the ordinary course of the
operations from suppliers Accounts payable are classified as current liabilities if payment is due within one year
or less. If not, they are presented as non-current liabilities. Trade payables are recognised initially at
transaction cost.

PENSION COSTS
The charity operates a degned contribution pension scheme. Contributions payable to the charity's pension
scheme are charged to the Statement of Financial Activities in the period to which they relate.

GOVERNMENT GRANTS
Government grants are recognised using the accruals model.

Government grants relating to compensation for expenses or losses already incurred or for the purpose of giving
immediate support to the Charity, with no future related costs are recognised in income in the period in which the
grants become payable.

Redundancy Costs

A restricted grant of 61,500 was received from Worcestershire County Council - Councillor Andy Stafford, thiswas to cover part of the costs for new chairs The balance at 31 December 2020 is 8750 after allowing fordepreciation costs (2019 f1,125).

Volunteering Project

A restricted grant of 65,000 was received from The Worcestershire Community Foundation, this project started in2020 but due to Covid-19 restrictions was not completed. The balance carried forward at 31 December 2020 isf2,500 (2019 85,000).

Salaries

Restricted grants of 610,004 were received during the year to cover salaries for Fun Squad activities. The fullamount has been spent during the year.

World War Two Project

A restricted grant of 89,900 was received from the National Heritage Lottery Fund. This fund is to commemoratethe anniversary of the beginning of World War Two and it will give opportunities for the members of our disabilitygroup the "Inclusion project" to get to know more about their local heritage, as well as making sure this heritageis accessible and understandable for the wider community, especially those with learning disabilities. Thebalance of 56,563 at 31 December 2019 has been spent during the year.

Tackling Inequalities Project

A restricted grant of 83,616 was received from The Prime Foundation in December 2020 for the purchase ofsports equipment for The Inclusion Project (Young People). The balance at 31 December 2020 is 83,616.

A restricted grant of 8537 was received from the Trustees of the lan Dymock Memorial Trust. The aim of thebursary/grant fund is to help young people aged between 11 and 18 years of age, living or training withinWorcestershire, to apply for a bursary/grant award to further their training in the disciplines of dance, football orgolf. The balance at 31 December 2020 is 6537.

TRANSFERS BETWEEN FUNDS

The following transfers have been made from the General Fund to the Operating Fund (810,000), CyclicalMaintenance Fund (615,000) and the Covid Recovery Fund (820,000).
