2021 has been a much more normal year compared to 2020. Following covid lockdowns and changes

to our service provision we have now gone back to our usual timetable of offering a wide range of
youth provision to the community. The timetable is reviewed by our lead youth worker Joanne Eden

and all youth work staff each school term taking on the feedback from our young people to ensure

we are offering session that fit the needs of our users.

We offer young people a wide selection of peer led group activities, one to one support, sports and

fitness activities, including access to our community GYM, ICT room and chill area.

The centre is open Monday —Friday in some capacity. Following on from our COVID provision in 2020
it was decided that we will keep our holiday pack lunch provision going and provide holiday youth

clubs and take away packed lunches for families in the community, this has been offered in addition

to our normal youth club timetable.

The GYM and fitness facilities remain very popular with young people and the wider community with

the Gym open most morning and evening Monday-Friday.
