This year we were affected by Covid-19.

We experienced a reduction in the number of
families who felt ready to start preschool. We
found that there was a reluctance to risk
interactions in case of Covid infection.

We initially operated with reduced numbers to
help reduce the risk of infection and promote
confidence for our users.

We worked in ‘bubbles’ and implemented
additional safety measures such as partitions
and enhanced cleaning schedules.

We were forced to close for one week due to
Covid amongst the staff team. Through
additional cleaning measures, the use of bubbles
and reduced numbers we were able to avoid an
outbreak of Covid infection in the children.
However, despite lower numbers of children
attending, through our income and government
funding for 2,3 and 4 year olds we have
maintained the pre-school as a fully inclusive
setting. We have managed to sustain a high
standard of quality childcare and provided a
valuable service for the local population. We
met the needs of our users and allowed more
parents the opportunity to return to work as
lockdown eased.
