Objectivesand aims

The principal activity of the company in the year under review was that of relief of sickness and infirmity amongst
members of the Jewish faith and the advancement of such other objects as are charitable according to English Law.

The Financia results of the Company's activities for the period ended 31st March 2022 are fully reflected in the attached
financial statements together with the notes thereon.

Significant activities

The charity was set up to support the activities of religious Jewish organizations. These activities were undertaken for
pubic benefit to further the charity's objectives. The charity made donations during the period in accordance with the
charity's objectives of relief of sickness and infirmity amongst members of the Jewish faith and the advancement of such
other objects as are charitable according to English Law.

Public benefit

The trustees confirm that they have referred to the guidance contained in the Charity Commission's general guidance on
public benefit, and in particular to its supplementary public benefit guidance on advancing education, when reviewing
the charity's aims and objectives, and in planning future activities and setting grant making policy for the year.

Grantmaking
Grants are made at the discretion of the trustees and in accordance with the principal objectives of the company.

Appeal letters are received from, and persona visits made by representatives of Jewish charitable, religious and
educational ingtitutions. These requests are then considered by the trustees and grants are made in accordance with the
trustees decisions.

ACHIEVEMENT AND PERFORMANCE

Charitable activities

During the period under review the charity received generous donations amounting to £27,485 (2021 £48,173) and paid
donations amounting to £23,400 (2021: £26,950) to various charitable causes in accordance with the charity's objectives.

Restrictions
arise when specified by the donor or when funds are raised for particular restricted purposes.
