NOTES TO THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

1 Accounting palicies

The financial statemants are prepared on a going concern basis under the historical
cost convention and in accordance with apphcable accounting standards in the United
Kingdom, the staterment of Recommended Prachce 2015 by the Charity Commissian NI
A summary of the main accounting policies which have been applied

is set out below.

Income

Granis including grants for the purchase of fixed assets, are recogmsed in full in the
Statement of Financial Activities when receivable, except where the Donor's condibons
specify the time period in which the expenditure can take place. In the {atler case
amounts relating to future periods are deferred and recognised as a liability.

Expenditure

Resources expended are accounted for on an accruals basis and include VAT which
cannot be recovered.

i Expenditare on generating funds includes general adverbsing. publicily

and fund raising activilies.

i Expenditure on charitable activties comprises those casls incurred by the charity in the
delivery of its activities and services to its beneficiaries.

in Governance costs are those coslts associated with meeting tha constitutional and statutory
requirements of the charity Including audit, the costs of strategic management and
Trustee expenses.

iv All costs are allocated between the expenditure categories of the Statement of
Financial Activities on a basis desgned to refelect the use of that resocurce. Costs

relating to a parlicular achvity comprise both costs thal ¢an be allocated directly to

such activives and indirect costs necessary to supporl them.

Tangible fixed assets
Payments received from funders to purchase fixed assets is treated as restricted income
in the perod.

Restricted funds
Thesa represent income which is subject to conditions of use imposed by the Donor, Such
income less gualfying expenditure is seperately accounted for within the funds.

Unrestricted funds

Donahons received or ather income generated for the general purposes of the Charity
without further restriction is added to unrestricted funds.
