Structure, governance, and management

Creating Help In Local Districts, t/a CHILD Training Academy Is a charitable company limited by guarantee and
does not have a share capital. It IS governed by a Memorandum and Articles of Association and the liability of
each member is limited to an amount not exceeding £1. The charitable company which is governed by a board
of Directors which drives the strategic direction of the charitable company and carries out the day to day
management with the assistance of onsite volunteers.

Trustees

The trustees who are also directors of the charitable company as at 31 August 2023 and have been members
for the whole year ended, unless otherwise noted our outlined on page 1.

The appointment of Trustees/Directors is laid out in the constitution of the charitable company. The board of
Directors meet at least four times per year. Upon election each trustee is introduced to the legal and
operational aspects of the charitable company to ensure they have an understanding of the nature of the
charity trusteeship, the responsibilities and the duties that go with this position and to see the role of Trustee
in action.
